April Meeting Minutes

Treasurer’s report- Jim Brooks 

Balance in account is good for this time of year; still $1,000 to deposit; received sponsorship from Lake Chevrolet for May Open; banquet checks received are within $10 of banquet dinner cost.

Jump -  Wayne Canfield reported that the had welded pieces today; sand blast guy is coming tomorrow; he may know f a painter.  We should have an idea of costs after meeting with him.  Wayne and Bruce can put it back together and it won’t take long to put it back in the water.  Limited time left before the May tournament – April jump was cancelled.  There is a lot of electrolysis and wear; if the jump comes out every winter it will last much longer.  Zinc anodes should be put on the jump to slow down the electrolysis.  Possible donations from the banquet to go toward costs.

Tournament Director – Bruce
2006 Permits – Presented a report on approved dates and times for 2006.  Signs must come down at the time the permit expires each day.  The same will be the case for the wakeboard club.  There will be a fee of $50 for one hour of overtime in July.  As a courtesy, the ski club invited Bob Bohan to the annual banquet.  He appreciated the offer but is unable to attend.

April Club Tournament – Course repairs will be done tomorrow.  Ramps to the docks need to be raised from recent rain and some risers need replacing in the course.  A new anchor is needed at the end of the main dock.  Two rounds will be offered this weekend.  April slalom and trick, then make-up for March slalom and trick.  April 29th is a wakeboard event in the North Ski Area.  Rescheduled Sun ‘N Snow – details on the website.  No permit – just pull skiers through the normal rotation.

General Business

Clinic – Saturday AM; could be 40 attendees total; Wayne & Barbara thanked Tom for taking charge and arranging the clinics.  9:00am Judges – 1:00pm Drivers (and Judges).  Rockin’ Tacos for lunch - $5 fee.

Banquet – Over 200 items donated for giveaways/raffle/auction.  Tom discussed how it will be distributed.  Some as gifts to each attendee.  Raffle tickets will be sold and tickets will be placed in bags for specific items instead of a general raffle.  Silent auction for more expensive items.  Brad Hartwell will MC the banquet.  Al Van will operate the spotlight for the entertainment.

Website – Tom suggested offering a free website link to companies that donated over $200 worth (retail) of product. Motioned and approved.

Fiesta Days – still need a coordinator.  Randy Roberts (Sunset Properties) appears to be interested.  Bruce to arrange a meeting of Adena Padrnos and Randy Roberts to discuss.  No food booth this year.

Corporate Status – Tom reported that since 1995, the Ski Club non-profit status had been suspended due to neglect.  We are now current again and will continue to be so long as we file the necessary form and pay a $20 fee every two years.  No tax returns are to be filed.

New Checking Account – Jim suggested that with our new found corporate information, he’d like to move the club checking account to Washington Mutual, where free checking is offered.  Approved.

By-Laws – proposed changes to the By-Laws were sent out via email.  Tom is getting good feedback, but suggested we give more time to members for feedback to decide how to proceed with any changes.  Will discuss and possibly vote on at May meeting.  Laura suggested adding something to the By-Laws regarding procedures for changes.

Clean Up Day – The usual day would be the Saturday just prior to May tournament, but Wakeboard Club has an event that day.  Tom suggested Sunday, April 30th, after the wakeboard event. Motioned and approved.  Tom will contact the wakeboard club and ask their club to help.
